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· When will the test coupons be delivered to FNAL?

· Is a carbon filament being used to strengthen the joint? (if not, is this being proposed for Phase 2?  If this doesn’t work, is there any fallback solution?)
· If there is a strength problem can the tube walls be made thicker?

· What about 300μ?

· If not, how thick?

· Can the filament be wound around the entire tube for strength?
